
Complete the EFRP referral form and send to

Referral'.

FAST screen the refferal to check if the

young person is open to CFS or if there are

any immediate safeguarding concerns that

need to be addressed. 

FAST notifies the Context Intervention Unit

of the referral. If the case is open to CFS

FAST also notifiy the allocated unit.  

The Context Intervention Unit and the

EFRP chair review the referral. More

information may be requested at this

point. 

The EFRP coordinator adds the case to

the agenda and notifies the referrer that

the case will heard at the EFRP. 

NB: the deadline for referrals is the
Wednesday prior to EFRP.
